SECTION I.

WHEREAS, public advertisement and competitive bid thresholds are established as part

of the Municipal Purchasing Law of 1983 and,

WHEREAS, 2022 Public Chapter 1016 amended T.C.A. §12-3-1212 to give additional

authority to raise the public advertisement and competitive bid limit was established.

WHEREAS, The Mayor and Board of Alderman has determined that the cost and time

savings associated with such an increase of the bidding threshold is in the best interest of

the city;

WHEREFORE, Title 5, Chapter 5, of the Sparta Municipal Code is hereby amended as

follows:

The existing Paragraph 5-505 is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following

wording:




5-505. Requirements for public advertising and competitive bidding. As

authorized by the provisions of the Tennessee Code Annotated §12-3-1212, allows by
ordinance to increase the threshold over which public advertisement and sealed
competitive bids or proposals are required to an amount up to twenty-five thousand
dollars ($25,000) for non-emergency, non-proprietary purchases in cities that do not have
a full-time purchasing agent. At least three (3) written quotations shall be required
whenever possible for purchases costing less than the bid threshold established for public
advertisement and sealed competitive bids or proposals but more than forty percent
(40%) of such bid threshold. Purchases of like items shall be aggregated for purposes of
the bid threshold.

SECTION II. The provisions of this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon

passage, the public welfare requiring it.
